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Dear SA Colleagues,

Recently there has been discussion within LIF SIG MLP AHG about the inclusion of triggered location services in the LIF MLP (Mobile Location Protocol) specification. The MLP was brought to SA2’s attention in a liaison letter named “Introduction From Location Interoperability Forum Standards Influencing Group” in SA2 meeting in Kobe, Japan. The purpose of MLP is to specify the protocol, which could be used for the Le interface as specified in 3GPP LCS specifications.

According to TS 22.071 V4.3.0 (clause 4.15) periodic location requests may be either based on time or based on some event triggering the location reporting. In TS 23.271 V.4.3.0 (clause 4.4.2.1) only one event is identified, i.e. UE available. All other events are FFS. The triggers applicable to the “UE available” event are not explicitly specified within the specification. This has lead to some confusion within LIF how to interpret the possible triggers pertinent to clause 4.4.2.1.

Therefore, it is kindly requested that 3GPP TSG SA WG2 responds to this liaison letter clarifying the triggers pertinent to named clause. It is the intention of LIF SIG MLP AHG to be as compliant as possible with 3GPP specifications so to be able to be in alignment with 22.071 V4.3.0 and TS 23.271 V4.3.0 respectively a clarification is of great importance.
