Introduction

This contribution discusses clauses 1 to 3 of draft 0.2 of version 5 of TS 23.127 and proposes updates in the references, definitions and abbreviations.

2.
Discussion

When the structure and contents of TS 23.127 has drastically been changed, references, definitions and abbreviations have not been updated accordingly.

Normative references include several specifications that are not any longer explicitly referred elsewhere in the document. Since numbers of references are now changing, the corresponding changes need to be done also in subclause of definitions.

SA1 have recently agreed CRs moving the definition of local service from TS 22.121 to TR 21.905, thus the reference of the definition needs to be changed.

In the abbreviations there are some abbreviations that were used in the removed part of the text, but also e.g. IMS, ISC and S-CSCF need to be introduced. NB. The abbreviations need to be revisited once again when the whole text of TS 23.127 has been updated.

Proposal

The changes on the following pages are proposed to be incorporated in draft 0.2 of version 5 of TS 23.127 to be used as the basis of further work.

1
Scope

The present document specifies the stage 2 of the Virtual Home Environment.

Virtual Home Environment (VHE) is defined as a concept for Personal Service Environment (PSE) portability across network boundaries and between terminals. The concept of VHE is such that users are consistently presented with the same personalised features, User Interface customisation and services in whatever network and whatever terminal (within the capabilities of the terminal and the network), wherever the user may be located.

For Release 5, e.g. CAMEL, MExE, OSA and USAT are considered the mechanisms supporting the VHE concept.

Stage 2 specifications for CAMEL, MExE and USAT are addressed in other documents [1], [2], [3]. However, there is no separate stage 2 specification document for OSA. Therefore, the present document addresses stage 2 aspects for OSA.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply:

Applications: software components providing services to end-users by utilising service capability features.


Home Environment: responsible for overall provision of services to users.

Home Environment Value Added Service Provider: see [5].

Interface: listing and semantics of the methods and attributes provided by an object that belongs to a Service Capability Feature.

Local Service: see [6].

OSA API: standardised API used by applications to access service capability features.

OSA Internal API: standardised API between framework and service capability servers.

Personal Service Environment: contains personalised information defining how subscribed services are provided and presented towards the user. The Personal Service Environment is defined in terms of one or more User Profiles.

Service Capabilities: see [7].

Service Capability Feature: see [7].

Service Capability Server: Functional Entity providing OSA interfaces towards an application.

Services: see [5].


User Profile: see [5].

User Services Profile: see [5].

Value Added Service Provider: see [5].

Virtual Home Environment: see [5].
