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SA2 has discussed the fact that it is allowed in 24.008 for the mobile to request a maximum bandwidth of 0 kbps (both for uplink and downlink) in the Activate PDP context request message, however SA2 has not identified any scenario where the mobile could ask for such a value. The 0 kbps value for the maximum bit rate is only set locally in the mobile for conversational and streaming PDP contexts when radio coverage is lost and is signaled by the SGSN to the GGSN to indicate to the GGSN that it shall stop sending downlink data to the mobile.

It is SA2’s understanding that this codepoint has been added in 24.008 because GTP requires this codepoint for the GTP signalling, and the GTP specification (29.060) refers to 24.008 for the coding of the QoS information element. Hence the intention was not to allow the MS to request this value. The original CR to 24.008 (in N1-000759) is attached for your convenience.

SA2 ask CN1 if it is possible to prevent the mobiles to send this codepoint. Since this would have to be a R99 change, this should be discussed in CN1.

If there are objections to changing 24.008 then alternative solutions will have to be explored, in order to clarify the handling of this value in the network, given that a RAB cannot be established with 0kbps.
