The SA2 VHE/OSA drafting meeting took place in Cancun.  The meeting started on Tuesday, 27th morning and finished on Wednesday evening.  Wednesday morning and about 1 ½ hour in the afternoon were dedicated to a joint session with CN5.

The meeting produced a new draft for TS 23.127 (2.0) and an associated CR to create version 5.0.0. 

The joint meeting with CN5 was used to present the SA2 LS defining the stage 2 expected activities regarding OSA, to agree on how to proceed for OSA R5 specifications, and finally to discuss SA2 and CN5 responses to incoming LS from T2 and SA1.

The meeting produced a draft response LS to a T2 incoming LS.

Three documents are proposed to the SA2 plenary for approval: these minutes, a CR to TS 23.127, and an LS.

	This LS answers an SA2 LS issued during SA2#20 (S2-013054). It clarifies the rationale for an OSA application to retrieve network capabilities of the visited network and acknowledges that re-wording is needed in TS 22.127

4 VHE contributions

No VHE contribution was submitted.
5 Joint session with CN5

S2-013039 (Liaison Statement on OSA functions for retrieval of Network Capabilities) was presented to CN5.

S2v010158 (draft 1.0 for TS 23.127) was also presented.

The following modifications were proposed by CN5:

· Modifications on figure 7.1, showing the mapping of call control requirements on the IMS, in order to better reflect the nature of the SCFs and the SCS.

· Make the Policy Management SCF a framework SCF instead of a network SCF

· Make clear that the Charging SCF does not address charging requirements related to call/session control

· Add new SCFs in the internal OSA interface to take into account CN5 specifications

The first three modifications were implemented in draft 2.0 (S2-013585).  The last one requires more investigations and was left for further consideration.

Upon CN5 request, SA2 VHE/OSA expressed that CN5 could already start working on most stage 1 requirements, including those requiring further work by SA2, at the exception of the following:

· User profile

· Authorisation

· Network Capabilities

Based on this input and the incoming LS from SA1 (S2-013464), it was agreed that CN5 would put more priority on the following requirements:

· Multimedia Call Control

· Presence

· Policy Management

It was clarified that CN5 did not need to change its current work procedures (taking inputs from OSA stage 1, VHE stage 1, and VHE/OSA stage 2) in order to address requirements related to, e.g. presence.

A CR to the stage 1 specification of OSA, which is mentioned in S2-013464 was also discussed. This CR aiming at clarifying the relationship between OSA and standard or non-standard entities/protocols in a 3GPP network actually led to different interpretations in SA2 and CN5, and overall to confusion. CN5 drafted an LS to SA1, to which SA2 VHE/OSA provided comments.

SA2 VHE/OSA also provided comments to the CN5 draft answer to S2-013445 and also received comments on its own proposal.

The response states that T2 architectural assumptions are valid. However it also stresses that some end-to-end requirements currently associated to the T2 protocol called MM7 (e.g. encryption) may eventually need to apply to OSA as well. It also stresses that the requirement for the interface to support messages with unlimited size may have an impact on the protocol selected to support OSA. Finally, it also describes another valid architecture, where the OSA SCS is co-located with the MMS server/relay, and MM7 is not used at all
