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1. Description:

SA2 would like to inform CN1, CN4 RAN2, RAN3 and GERAN that discussion on the architectural impacts of radio optimisation took place during last SA2#22 meeting held in Phoenix.

Some principles have been agreed during this meeting for the provision of this service for an R6 timeframe. In particular, it has been agreed that a container should be transferred from the UE to the RAN to provide enough media information to RAN to allow it to perform radio optimisation methods such as UEP, header stripping... 

This container is transferred via SGSN but SGSN is not aware of its content.

More detailed description of this mechanism is provided in attached S2-020289.
The following impacts have been identified:

· impact on 24.008 messages to allow transfer of the transparent container from the UE to the RNC via the SGSN. Changes are required in at least for the (initial and secondary) PDP context activation procedure (PDP Context Activation Request message) and modification procedure (PDP Context Modification Request message).

· Impact on 29.060 to allow transfer of the transparent container between SGSNs in case of RA Update performed by the UE with change of SGSN.

· Impact on RANAP/BSSGP to transfer the transparent container from the SGSN to the RAN/BSS

· Impact on Iur(/Iurg ) to transfer the information between RNCs/BSCs.

· Impact in the SGSN to store this container and forward it when necessary

· Impact in the RNC to provide the radio optimisation  procedure.

.

It has been suggested that while this feature is for R6 timeframe, impacts on the interface should be considered from R5 in order to avoid backward compatibility problems with the R6 release. 

2. Action:

For this purpose, SA2 requests CN1, CN4, GERAN2, RAN2 and RAN3 to assess the workload induced by this feature and if possible to take into account this transparent container mechanism for their work on R5 release.
