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The following text is proposed to be added to sub-clause 5.4.1 Service Initiation and Termination of TR 23.846 v 0.1.0.
5.4.1 Service Initiation and Termination

· The UE shall be able to enable and disable broadcast service reception.

· The UE shall be able to join and leave multicast groups. Roaming users should be able to join and leave multicast groups in the home or visited network.

· The MBMS must be able to authorize subscribers to join multicast groups (i.e. receive multicast services).

The network sends MBMS service announcements to inform UE about the content and starting time(s) of MBMS services.

There are two types of MBMS service initiation:

1. UE initiated MBMS (signalling exchange between UE and the network is required)

In this type of Service Initiation the UE establishes a point-to-point connection with the network in order to inform the later which multicast group it wishes to join.

2. Network initiated MBMS (no signalling exchange between UE and the network is required)  

In this type of Service Initiation the network starts transmission of the multicast service data without any required signalling exchange with UE(s). The UE(s) may have received deciphering keys for multicast session in advance.
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
