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RAN 2 have discussed this issue and their conclusion is given below. The full report in R2-020156 is attached for your information.

Alan Law (Vodafone Group) presented this document.

Discussion: In 8.1.1, the only thing needed was "The last known position was X, and this was Y minutes ago". No reference to the method was necessary. Something in the order of 1 minute was felt to be good. Since the change was on Iu, it did not much matter for which release the change was proposed.
Decision: The document was noted. It was agreed in principle that when the UE could not be contacted, the RNC would say something along the lines of "The last known position is X, and this was Y minutes ago".

In partial response to SA 2’s LS from our Phoenix meeting, RAN 3 have been discussing this topic by email. However, so far, the focus of their discussion has been on the inconsistencies between various specifications, rather than on the questions that SA 2 asked RAN 3 in our LS in S2-020276. 

In particular, we do not yet have any formal response on what, if any, features are mandated for the R’4 and R’5 Iu-ps interfaces. Without this information, it still seems necessary to prepare R’99 and R’4 CRs to 23.060 (and an R’4 CR to 23.271) on this issue.
