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Step 3 describes that the P-CSCF(PCF) should initiate a session termination after receiving the Indication of PDP Context Release. The behaviour of the P-CSCF(PCF) should not be part of the Indication of PDP Context Release procedure. This behaviour is described in 23.228 section 5.10.3 Network initiated session release.

Indication of PDP Context Release 

The "Indication of PDP Context Release" procedure is used upon the release of a PDP Context that was established based on authorisation from the PCF.  

The following figure presents the "Indication of PDP Context Release" procedure.

A request to delete the PDP context related to the media flow is indicated by sending the Delete PDP Context Request message to the GGSN.
2)
The GGSN sends a COPS DRQ message to the P-CSCF(PCF).

3)
The GGSN sends the Delete PDP Context Response message to the SGSN to acknowledge the PDP context deletion.
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
