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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA5 for their liaison statement in Tdoc S2-020473 (S5-020048) on providing the IMS Charging ID to the access network.

SA2 agreed on the principle of providing the ICID to the GPRS access network. The ICID would need to be  passed from the P-CSCF to the GGSN via the "Go" interface.  Section 5.3.2 of 23.815 has been updated to reflect this decision. 

SA2  would like to stress the following points:

· A solution for correlating between the IMS and GPRS has already been adopted in SA2 and consists of conveying the GPRS Charging ID and GGSN Address to the IMS. Passing the ICID to the GPRS network shall not provide an alternative correlation solution to the already agreed one.

· The ICID is not transferred from the GGSN to the SGSN.

2. Actions:

SA5, CN1: 

SA2 kindly asks SA5 and CN1 to take into account the above stressed points when working on correlation between the IMS and GPRS.
