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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CN3 for their liaison statement (Tdoc S2-020450, N3-020108) requesting further guidance on the minimum set of functionality for the Go Interface for release 5

SA2 has discussed the Go interface functionality and agreed that the following functions are to be considered as equally essential for R5:

· The ability to pass binding information from GGSN to P-CSCF/PCF

· The ability to pass packet filters from P-CSCF/PCF to GGSN 

· The ability to pass authorised bandwidth information and QoS Class from P-CSCF/PCF to GGSN

· The ability to pass charging correlation identifiers between GGSN and P-CSCF/PCF

· The ability for the P-CSCF/PCF to revoke authorisations

· The ability for the GGSN to report loss of radio events or modification of PDP Contexts to the P-CSCF/PCF as described in 23.228 Section 5.10.3.

· The ability to indicate the start/stop of packet flows. The enforcement of this indication in the GGSN is subject to operator configuration.

SA2 also agreed that the following function is considered having lower priority for R5:

· Other aspects of control of diffserv interworking (e.g. dynamic configuration of DSCP on a per session basis)
