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In TR 23.846 section 3.2 Abbreviations, the explanation of the abbreviation for IGMP is not the same as the explanation in the IETF RFCs describing this protocol, therefore we propose to change this explanation to:

IGMP

Internet Group Management Protocol

IGMP is the group management protocol for IPv4, while MLD (multicast listener protocol) is the group management protocol for IPv6. In order to ensure compatibility with IPv6 as well as IPv4, and since IPv6 is an important building block of IP multimedia services in 3GPP, MBMS should also support MLD. MLD is described in RFC 2710. There is also a version 2 of the protocol (MLDv2) described in “draft-vida-mld-v2-02.txt (work in progress)”. MLDv2 is derived from IGMPv3 and adds support for “source filtering” to MLD.

Proposal:

We propose to include the following abbreviation in section 3.2 of TR 23.846:

IGMP

Internet Group Management Protocol

MLD

Multicast Listener Protocol

And to systematically use the notation “IGMP/MLD” in the TR. So far the only occurrence of “IGMP” in the TR (apart from the abbreviations) is in section 7.1 and is therefore proposed to be replaced by “IGMP/MLD”.
