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1. Introduction

Multiple values for presence attributes is a requirement from SA WG1. In the presence drafting (Reading), Nokia presented two different solutions how the requirement can be fulfilled (S2-P-020015). In the meeting, it was concluded that the multiple tuple approach (second alternative) is the preferrd solution and it was agreed that Nokia will make a contribution against TR 23.841 based on that solution. In this contribution, we propose the required changes and additions to TR 23.841.

2. Modification Proposal

6.1.2 Presence Structure to Support Multiple Values for Attributes

Attributes are mapped to separate tuples which have unique identifiers. If the presentity wants to show different presence information concerning one attribute to different watchers the presentity shall create more than one tuple that contain the same attribute with different value. Separate tuples are assiociated to different watchers and watcher groups based on the access rules. The presentity controls the value of the attribute by modifying the corresponding tuple. Figure X illustrates how different values for different watchers are provided utilising access rules.
