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1. Overall Description:

SA WG2 thanks CN WG3 for their LS on “Mapping rules for authorisation”. 

SA2 understands that the rules regarding derivation of the Maximum Authorized Bandwidth DL and UL from the SDP parameters as being reliable and not likely to be subject for future changes. Hence SA2 sees no problems to use the proposed rules (described in N3-020363) for derivation of the Maximum Authorized Bandwidth DL and UL.

The rules for derivation of Maximum Authorized Traffic Class from the SDP parameters seem to be less stable as there are already obvious examples where the rules would fail. 
An example of issues are the creation of a new media type (requiring better than interactive traffic class) or the willingness of the user / application to control the UMTS traffic class over which an audio or video codec is to be sent. To cope with these situations where rules for derivation of Maximum Authorized Traffic Class from the SDP parameters seems to be inaccurate, it is understood by SA2 that new parameters in SDP are required. As it would be hard to define these parameters for the R5 timeframe it is of the understanding of SA2 that they would need to be defined for R6.
As the mapping rules are recommendations for the UE SA2 can agree them with the understanding that the UE may in some cases select to use a higher or lower traffic Class than what the mapping rules would recommend. To handle this case SA2 proposes that when the requested UMTS QoS Parameters exceeds the Maximum Authorized Parameters the GGSN can downgrade and send new negotiated UMTS QoS Parameters to the UE. This issue will be solved for R6 e.g. by the introduction of new parameters in SDP.
