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This document contains Chairman's own notes of the TSG-SA#15 meeting. The focus is on the SA2-related issues and discussions.

General:

· Release 5: Rel-5 functional content was agreed and the remaining open issues, which were listed at the meeting, should be completed by the June TSG meetings.

· GUP: The work of the joint GUP ad-hoc will move to SA2. SA2 was tasked to create a concept and architecture for the Generic User Profile and to coordinate the work tasks and responsibilities on GUP. The joint GUP ad-hoc was dissolved.

· Network sharing: SA1 needs to create service requirements for the network sharing. SA2 should review the ongoing RAN2 and RAN3 work and provide comments to RAN3 from the architecture perspective as soon as possible. It was agreed that an email discussion be organised on the SA2 email reflector to collect initial comments to the next RAN3 meeting.

· Possible joint meetings discussed / proposed:
· Workshop on MBMS with SA1, SA2, GERAN and RAN will be arranged early May.

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· TR 23.815 on Charging implication of IMS architecture: The TR was approved and the IMS online charging work was transferred to the TSG-SA WG5.

· TR 23.871 on Enhanced support for User Privacy in location services: The TR was not approved, as there was a lot of confusion about the TR and, for example, it was not clear what is actually the Rel-5 content of the LCS user privacy work (and, particularly, what has been agreed already to the Stage 1, Stage 2 and Stage 3 technical specifications on this item). SA2 was asked to come back with more accurate information and proposals for the content of enhanced user privacy in Rel-5 and Rel-6 to the next SA meeting.

· CRs on Restoration of R96 any time interrogation functionality: Change requests to Release 4 and 5 were approved. R99 CR was not approved.

· CRs on TS 23.228: CR148 Use of R99 USIM for IMS was not approved, e.g., due to some security-related concerns of the proposed solution (deriving Public ID from IMSI). The document was revised by Telia to add the ISIM functionality to the specifications. This revised CR was approved (as CR148r3).

· The three incoming Liaison Statements from the SA2 were noted.
· All the other input from SA2 was approved as such. 
3GPP Work Plan related:

· New and revised work items:

· Proposed updates to the LCS Rel-5 WID: Title of the Work Item was revised: References to Rel-5 were taken away and the WI was renamed as "LCS enhancements I". In addition, a small correction was made to the time plan of the MAP-related work (CN#15->16). Revised WI was approved.

· WID for LCS in Rel-6: SA1 work item descriptions for LCS enhancements in Release 6 are required first before approval of the Stage 2 level work item. Not approved.
· Proposed WID for the provision of an inter-GMLC interface and other improvements to the LCS Core Network Architecture: Approved.
· Proposed WID for WLAN interworking –Architecture Definition: Approved.

· Work items moved out of Rel-5:
· Local services for IMS

· IMS to PS interworking

· Part of IMS to CS interworking

· OSA: Support of Generic NW interface Function, Retrieval of IP session information, Journaling, User Profile Management, Information Services, Retrieval of Network Capabilities

· LCS Enhanced support for user privacy and subscriber data handling: Completed work can be in Rel-5; rest is to be moved out of Rel-5. Support of LCS - Presence interactions was moved out of Rel-5.

· Support of "Recipient Party Pays" for MMS (still to be checked by T2 what can be completed by June)

· New/Revised Stage 1 Work Items:

· New work items were presented for IMS messaging, IMS group management, Presence enhancements in Rel-6, and OSA in Rel-6. All of the WID’s were agreed (at the feature level), but it was commented that the Presence and OSA work items need to be reviewed again by the SA1 and updated as necessary (e.g. as the whole Presence feature was postponed to Rel-6).

· Revised work item descriptions for 3GPP system – WLAN interworking and Generic User Profile were also agreed upon.
