Indication of PDP Context Modification 

The “Indication of PDP Context Modification” procedure is used when a PDP Context is modified such that the requested QoS falls outside of the limits that were authorized at PDP context activation (or last modification). In this case, the GGSN communicates with the PCF as described below.  The following figures present the “Indication of PDP Context Modification” procedure.
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Figure 15: Indication of PDP Context Modification

1)
A request to modify the PDP context related to the media flow is indicated by sending the Update PDP Context Request message to the GGSN.

2)
The GGSN sends a COPS REQ message to the P-CSCF(PCF).  
3)
The P-CSCF(PCF) receives the COPS REQ message, notes the requested modification and decides whether it should be accepted or rejected; and informs the GGSN of the decision.
4)
If the P-CSCF(PCF) accepted the modification, the GGSN sends the Update PDP Context Response message to the SGSN to acknowledge the PDP context modification.
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
