Compatibility Issues

In PLMNs that support GPRS, an A/Gb mode non-GPRS MS shall be able to operate without changes.
PLMNs that do not support GPRS shall, without changes, be able to continue interworking with PLMNs that do support GPRS.

An A/Gb mode MS shall be able to access GPRS services with GPRS-aware SIMs, and with SIMs that are not GPRS-aware. A GPRS-aware SIM is able to store information in the elementary files EFKcGPRS and EFLOCIGPRS, as defined in GSM 11.11 [28].

The compatibility of SIMs and USIMs with A/Gb mode MSs or Iu mode MSs is defined in 3GPP TS 22.102.
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
