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The BM-SC provides several functions for the provisioning of MBMS broadcast and multicast services. The present contribution suggests an enumeration of these functions in section 6.1.6.

6.1.6
BM-SC functions

BM-SC should provide the following functions for MBMS:

· Service advertisement.

· Authorization and authentication of content providers.

· Verify integrity of data received from content provider.

· Determine quality-of-service for MBMS transmissions (within core-network enforced bounds).
· MBMS data scheduling and repetition.

· Content provider charging.

MBMS data might be scheduled in the BM-SC, e.g. for transmission to the user every hour. It offers interfaces to content providers who can request data delivery to users. The BM-SC might authorise and charge content provider. It could offer authoring tools for content creation. It is FFS whether the BM-SC relays traffic from other MBMS sources, so that the MB-SC is the only source of MBMS data. The BM-SC may integrate the MBMS specific GGSN functions. Then, the GTP tunnel from the SGSN terminates at the BM-SC.
