The first SA2 GUP drafting meeting took place in Madrid during one day and a half.

It followed latest SA plenary decision to terminate the GUP adhoc and transfer GUP coordination activities to SA2.

Part of the meeting was used to have an overview of what the Generic User Profile is, and what work has been done so far (by the GUP adhoc, by T2).

Then the meeting has mainly tried to identify the scope of GUP and SA2 related work in SA2, how to perform the coordination requested by SA, and how to proceed in the short-term, in order to progress as rapidly as possible and not to stall current GUP activities in 3GPP.

The meeting has issued two draft LS, related to the GUP work item and short-term actions expected from other groups.

The meeting has also issued a contribution to the SA2 plenary, proposing ways to perform GUP coordination

Christophe Gourraud (Ericsson) chaired this first GUP meeting, but this is not a permanent position. Companies interested in the position are invited to declare themselves to the SA2 chair.

Extensive discussions took place.

They revealed that the scope of GUP was still not clear for all companies.

It was suggested that an LS could be sent to SA1 for clarification of GUP definition and scope, but it was finally decided to wait for SA1 stage 1 specification to be distributed to SA2.

The principle of a trial application for the usage of the Data Description Framework and initial object modeling to be performed by T2 and SA5 for GPRS and MMS provisioning was well received.

SA2’s GUP responsibility are seen as twofold: performing a classical SA2 type of work in TS 23.240, defining an architecture to support GUP; coordinating activities from other groups related to GUP.

Initial ideas about the content of TS 23.240 suggest a description of a GUP generic architecture and associated concepts and reference points, then an adaptation of this generic architecture to actual services/features of 3GPP.

It was felt that the Data Description Framework (DDF) was an feature which could be handled separately from the (rest of) the GUP. This would permit to facilitate rapid progress of related activities, as well as reduce some confusion about the GUP. 

It was decided that the output of this meeting would be:

· A proposal about how SA2 can coordinate GUP work in 3GPP

· An LS to other groups providing general GUP information, requesting feedback, asking SA1 to provide SA2 with the current stage 1 specification, asking T2 to provide information about the status of their work on DDF and common objects, and asking T2 and SA5 to provide information/status about their joint trial application initiative

· An initial list of building blocks and tasks associated to GUP, as well associated responsibilities (appended to the LS above)

· An LS to propose that the GUP and DDF be defined as separate but related R6 work items
