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This document contains Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#16 meeting. The focus is on the SA2-related issues and discussions.

General:

· Release 5: IMS was reported as completed by TSG-CN. However, some issues are open still.

· CR cover sheet: There is a new CR cover sheet that should be used for all CRs from now on.
· R99 CRs: Only CRs with serious system impacts are to be approved to R99 from now on (and similar considerations should be taken for other frozen releases, too).
· IMS harmonisation between 3GPP and 3GPP2: Some position statements were agreed upon and included in the SA meeting minutes. IMS harmonisation efforts should be via joint participation in each other’s meetings. The responsibility for ensuring harmonization would be up to individual members attending both meetings. Harmonized work is best accomplished by having work done in a single body. Common parts of IMS should be developed in the 3GPP. Work furthering harmonization should be driven via work items introduced via the normal 3GPP process.
· 3GPP Future Evolution: Discussions on the agenda and ToR for the long-term evolution group (will meet at TSG-SA#17).

· End-to-end QoS: No input had been received in RAN2 for the Mapping of RAB parameters to end-to-end QoS parameters. It was noted that work has begun on this mapping but this guidance material should have no impact on inclusion of this in Rel-5. Input from SA4, SA1 and SA2 was seen necessary by the TSG RAN on progress this work. 
· Release 5 QoS Class of Service Definitions. This was introduced by BT and proposed that the specification of the Interactive Class in TS 23.107 needs to be tightened to meet the e-Commerce requirements on delay. BT were asked to provide contribution to SA2 to progress this issue.

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· TR 23.871 v.2.1.0 on Enhanced support for User Privacy in location services: The TR was approved.

· TR 23.841 v.2.0.0 on Presence Service: This TR was approved. The TSG RAN Chairman asked SA3 to start work on the Presence security aspects as soon as possible.

· TR 23.846 v.1.0.0 on MBMS. This TR was provided for information and was noted. Delegates were asked to verify this TR, particularly from the Security and Radio perspectives, and to make comments to SA2.

· CRs on TS 23.271 creating the Rel-6 version of TS 23.271: These were against an old version of the specification. The rapporteur revised the CRs 079 and 080 that were then approved.

· Incoming Liaison Statement on GUP work organisation was noted.
· All other SA2 input was approved as such. 
3GPP Work Plan related:

· New and revised work items:

· WID for LCS enhancements 2: Revised to add a following statement at the end of section 4.2: "if such requirements are defined in SA 1”. Revised version was approved.

· Proposed WID for the provision of an inter-GMLC interface and other improvements to the LCS Core Network Architecture was approved.
· Other work items:
· Global Text Telephony was agreed to be a release-independent work item (possibly already from R97 onwards). CN1 will look into the technical issues related to this.

· MAPSEC open items (Ze interface, automatic key management) moved out of Release 5. 

· Speech Recognision and Speech Enabled Services is part of Release 6.

· CAMEL for IMS and Shared Networks were allowed extensions till September. If the work on these items is not completed by the next TSGs, the work items can be moved to Rel 6.
