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1. Location information in IMS

TSG SA WG2 has clarified the usage of the term “Location Information” in TS 23.228 with respect to the Sh interface, and its relation to Location Based Services, as shown in the attached CR.

SA2 would like to kindly point out that the location information transferred on the Sh interface should be aligned with the location information that the HSS can retrieve from the MSC/VLR and SGSN. It is SA2's understanding that the MSC/VLR normally only provides cell ID/SAI information to the HSS, and that MSC/VLR implementations rarely provide longitude and latitude information 

Due to privacy requirements of Location Based Services, extreme care is needed for handling location information (either longitude and latitude information or cell ID/SAI information or even network ID information) in the SIP Application Server.


Before providing information relating to the location of the user to a SIP Application Server, detailed privacy checks frequently need to be performed in order to meet the requirements in TS22.071 [27]. The SIP Application Server can ensure that these privacy requirements are met by using the Le interface to the GMLC (see TS 23.271) instead of using the Sh interface.

TSG SA WG2 asks TSG CN WG4 to kindly align the stage 3 IMS specifications according to the considerations above.
