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Introduction

An editor's note in 23.141 version 0.1.0 currently identifies that sub-clause 5.3 on Presence Proxies would benefit from an introduction. This has been identified as issue 5) in the open issues list provided in S2-021966. This contribution intends to close that gap.

Proposal

The following text is proposed as an introduction to sub-clause 5.3. It should replace the editor's note.

In order to support a presence service, in particular across PLMN borders, generic network functions are needed, e.g. routing and security. The presence proxies provide these functions. Presence proxies constitute the entry and exit point for presence requests between PLMNs. In addition they support the interworking with other presence servers and presence data consuming applications using different protocols.
