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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN1 for their liaison on forked requests and provides the following answer:

The issue of filtering forked requests has been discussed before in SA2 during the stage 2 work for release 5 SA2 understands the motivation to limit the messages sent via the air interface. However SA2 decided that filtering responses is a design feature rather than a subject for standardisation. Also, SA2 does not recommend filtering forked responses. Among others, the following reasons were given at SA2#26:

· Filtering responses would cut the possibility to successfully complete the session for the user.

· Filtering responses might violate compliance to IETF standards.

· Response message are usually small (e.g. compared to the initial INVITE, which may be sent by the UE in an attempt to try and establish the session towards the user). 

· Compression works well on the Response message.
