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1. Overall Description:

T2 would like to thank SA5 for their response LS on VASP MMS Charging. Some clarifications are hereby provided for the specific questions asked by SA5.

1. Regarding the "Charged party", care must be taken that in case of reverse charging, this indicator is provided by the VASP to the operator and therefore may not be trusted. This implies that the operator has to determine who pays, regardless of the information provided by the VASP but based on the commercial agreement between the VASP and the operator. T2 is therefore asked whether or not the "Charged party" is relevant for the reverse charging scenario.

The assumption is that either the MMS Relay/Server or the used billing system has information whether the VASP in question has been authorized to do reverse charging. TS23.140 provides different mechanisms to authenticate a VASP to allow this. How this authorization is done is implementation specific in REL-5.

2. The definition of "Service code" is unclear since it seems to contain the same information as the "Charged party" parameter.

Service code may, but does not necessarily contain the same information as the “Charged Party” parameter. Service code is implementation specific and does not have any standards-related requirements either for MMS Relay/Server nor the Billing System in use.

Hopefully SA5 will find these T2 answers useful in the joint SA5/T2 meeting.
