1. Overall Description:

SA2 have discussed of a R´97 GPRS problem that has been noticed during some recent interoperability testing. The problem is described in the attached contribution S2-022331.

SA2 found out that the problem results by the contradicting statements within the R97 version of spec 03.60 and it's subsequent releases where:

· clause 6.3.1 "Administration of the SGSN – MSC/VLR Association", clearly specifies that MS always perform combined procedures when camped on a cell in network operation mode I unless the MS is CS connected

· while 16.2.1 "Suspension of GPRS Services" can be interpreted to mean that to resume GPRS service only Routeing Area Update procedure is used.

SA2 has concluded that it is necessary to clarify the Suspend/Resume procedures as follows:

When MS resume GPRS services by sending a ROUTEING AREA UPDATE REQUEST message, the Update Type depends on the mode of operation of the network in use e.g. in mode I Combined RA/LA Update is made and in mode II or III Routeing Area Update is made.

This clarification was seen necessary to be done from R97 onwards and SA2 have agreed respective CR's to specifications 03.60 and 23.060.

2. Actions:

To CN1 group

SA2  kindly asks CN1 to consider the problem and recommends CN1 to study what stage 3 clarifications are required. The brief study has indicated that at least specs 04.08/24.008  seem to have same kind of ambiquities as was in 03.60/23.060.
