IMS Notification process to the Presence Server within IMS 

The following flow describes how the presence server is notified of an IMS registration event by the network elements. 
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Figure A.2.3.2-1: IMS Registration Notification procedure for the Presence Server.

2. UE registration takes place with the S-CSCF as detailed in TS 23.228 [9]. As part of this process, the filtering criteria are downloaded to the S-CSCF from the HSS. The filter criteria contains instructions that the registration be sent to the presence server (eg. registration, de-registration).  
3. The S-CSCF sends the registration to the Presence Network Agent via the ISC interface.

When the Presence Network Agent receives the registration from the S-CSCF, it determines that this registration is an event that the Presence Server is interested in and a NotifyPresUp message is generated.

4. The Presence Network Agent sends NotifyPresUp message to the Presence Server.
5. Prior to notifying all authorised watchers, it acknowledges the receipt of the NotifyPresUp message with a MsgAck to the Presence Network Agent.
