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At the last SA2 meeting in Toronto, it was decided to have an email discussion amongst the interested parties on an agreed description of a service profile.  The out come of this discussion is as follows:

The scope of term "Service Profile" is limited to the definition of SIP protocol specific filters only, for use with IMS.  Service profiles are stored in the HSS and downloaded to the S-CSCF as required: registration, changes in filter definition, activation of different profile, etc.

The Service profile will provide a simple service logic comprising of user / operator preferences that are of static nature i.e. they do not get changed on a daily basis. The service profile logic will be limited to actions that can be acted upon by the S-CSCF based on SIP messages. More complex and dynamic service logic that can potentially make use of non SIP information, like location, time, day etc., will be provided by application servers. As an example, the filters downloaded into S-CSCF as part of a service profile, can allow all incoming calls to be handled by an application server that is getting more dynamic and detailed information from the user’s presence server and therefore has more up to date information on how the user would like to make himself available (email, voice, instant messaging etc.) based on the calling party, time, day, location etc.

Public identities point to service profiles, they do not belong to them. Each public user identity can point to only a single service profile. More than one public user identities can however be associated to the same service profile. Only one service profile per user is downloaded to the S-CSCF at a given time (such as at Registration, update of a profile etc.) based on the registered public IDs. Nothing precludes that multiple service profiles are defined in the HSS for a user. There is no relationship between the public user ID and the billing from the perspective of the IMS service profile stored in the HLR/HSS.

Conclusion

Given that the changes proposed have no functional impact to Release 5 of 23.228 but enable a clearer understanding of what a service profile is meant to be, AWS would like to,

· Add the agreed text as new section 4.3.3.5 in 23.228 for Release 5 (CR in tdoc S2-022833) 

· Introduce the text for the Release 6 version of 23.228 when it becomes available

· Send LS to CN4 (and any other working group if needed) with this description of a service profile.
