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Introduction:

S2 is studying the IMS commonality between the IMS systems used by 3GPP, 3GPP2 and WLAN. 

The outcome of this study could be:

· Maximise easy adoption (Plug & Play) of the IMS network to different IP Connectivity Networks. 

· Allow the changes and developments inside IMS and outside IMS network to be independent therefore achieve minimum or free of the impact between each other.

We are trying to understand Rel5 IMS Security mechanisms (built on AKA) to see whether they are sufficient for IMS running over any access network, or some enhancement to the current standardized security solutions are needed. 

In Rel-5, the confidentiality of the SIP signalling messages between UE and P-CSCF is optional given the fact that the confidentiality is provided by access network UTRAN between UE and RNC.

Questions:

If the access network doesn’t provide confidentiality for IMS signalling, is enhancement of the current Rel-5 IMS access security architecture for confidentiality service needed?
If such enhancement is needed, are there any backwards compatibility issues between Rel-5 and Rel-6?

If confidentiality is provided by an access network, could confidentiality also be optional in IMS when using that access network?

Action:

S2 kindly asks S3 to provide answers to the questions in order to progress our TR.
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
