1 Introduction

At the last meeting three definitions where accepted that clearly categorize the Access Independedent work.  These were IMS specific, Non IMS specific (IMS independent) and boundary point. The aim of this contribution is to identify within IMS architecture what entities match each of these roles and include this in clause 4.3.

2 Proposal

It is proposed to add the proposed text into clause 4.3 of IMS Access Independence technical report.
4.3 General Architectural Consideration
Editor's note: This clause is planned to identify the access specific "parts" and the possible split of access-specific and access independent "parts" of IMS functional elements, where applicable.
Within R5 IMS architecture three main IMS boundary point can be identified. These are entities that perform both the IMS specific functionalities and non-IMS specific functionalities. These are 

· Home Subscriber System (HSS), 
· Policy Control Functions (PCF) 
· User Equipment 
The associated interfaces are
· Cx, Sh (for HSS), 
· Gq interface (for PDF) 
· Gm interface (for the UE)
For HSS, its IMS functionality includes the termination of IP based Mobility Management (MM) call control protocol for example the part of SIP protocol that relates to location Management. The Non IMS functionalities include termination of MAP protocol. 
For PDF, its IMS specific functionality includes termination of IP protocol that carry QoS authorisation requirements and generation of an authorisation token for SIP sessions The Non IMS specific function includes the support of transfer of Policy Control to a policy enforcement point.

For the UE, the IMS specific functionality includes the termination of SIP protocol. Non-IMS specific includes functionalities to support UTRAN and GERAN. 
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
