Introduction

Contributions S2-022154 and S2-022156 presented at SA2#26 identified capabilities which were required to be supported by any access system which was to be used for IMS.

In particular, it was discussed whether an indication that a particular IP flow contains SIP signalling is required by other access systems supporting IMS.

2
Indication of SIP signalling

This indication is used to allow special policies to be applied to the resource reservation used for SIP signalling.

It is proposed that for future access types, SIP signalling is treated as no different from any other data. If there is a need to provide special policy for the signalling, then the mechanisms used to provide special policy for other data (e.g. media) are simply reused.

This may imply a requirement for a mechanism to indicate which application is requesting establishment of a resource reservation. However, this can already be achieved using an appropriate Policy Element.

Proposal

It is proposed that explicit indication that a reservation is for SIP signalling shall not be a mandatory requirement for an access system to support IMS.
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
