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Introduction

During last meeting the contributions S2-022746, S2-22860 have been discussed and a new section 5.7 has been added to the TS 23.234. IN particular the contribution S2-022746 proposes a procedure for PLMN selection and a NAI format in order to enable the PLMN selection. The NAI format has not been agreed, but the PLMN selection procedure has been considered valuable. So considering the present stage of  TS, this contribution propose to added the revised PLMN selection procedure of S2-022746 in section 5.7 as here after shown.

Conclusion

Revision of section 5.7;

5.7 Network Selection Principles

If the WLAN radio technology allows for features enabling radio access network sharing or provider selection, these shall be reused for network selection in 3GPP-WLAN interworking. In case of more than one PLMN available within a WLAN area, the PLMN selection procedure is defined as follow:
1. when UE switches on in a WLAN area coverage, the WLAN system sends to the UE the information regarding the of PLMNs available within the WLAN network.

2. the selection of PLNM can be performed automatically by the UE or manually by the end user. It may be forecast the presence of a “preferred list” and/or a “forbidden list” of PLMN among which choose the PLMN available within the WLAN area

3. The user starts the authentication procedure exchanging information with the authentication server of the PLMN selected.
4. In case that the authentication with the selected PLMN fails, the UE should be able to select another PLMN and to repeat the authentication procedure. The process can be repeated for all PLMNs available within the WLAN area 
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
