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WLAN adhoc meeting discussed intensively the service aspects of  3GPP-WLAN interworking. 

The basic understanding in the WLAN SWG was that the basic service to be provided by the 3GPP-WLAN interworking is IP connectivity over WLAN based access technologies. It was further understood that the mechanisms by which applications and external networks use this IP connection over WLAN  should be similar to the mechanisms by which they utilise the IP connection over 3GPP PS domain.

The SA1 defined scenario 3 of 3GPP-WLAN interworking contains support for PS based services. During the SA2 WLAN SWG meeting support for at least the following PS based services and enablers were proposed to be addressed within the TS 23.234 providing the stage 2 specifications for release 6 3GPP-WLAN interworking work item: 

Presence, SMS,  MMS, LCS, IMS, Policy Management, MBMS, MexE(PS), OSS/CAMEL(PS), OSA(PS)
It was felt that some clarification on the mechanism for supporting different services and enablers over WLAN access should be received from SA2 plenary.  

Two kinds of services were considered in the WLAN SWG:

· access independent services

The understanding of the WLAN group is that such services could be offered over WLAN since it provides basic IP connectivity. However it is likely that additional service specific functions are also required (e.g. authentication, policy control...).

· other services

For these services that are not access independent it is likely that IP connectivity is not useful/sufficient, as they are based on specific functions.

For these two types of services the following questions are asked to SA2 plenary:

· Whether identifying such service specific functions is in the scope of the 3GPP-WLAN interworking WI and thus TS 23.234 or is it to be addressed by other groups? 

· Is the fulfilment of the identified service specific requirements in the scope of 3GPP-WLAN Interworking WI and thus TS 23.234 or is it to be addressed by the respective groups?

· If we are supposed to fulfil some requirements coming from other groups, the corresponding SA2 groups are asked to provide us a list of requirements.

E.g. what is the functional split between the SA2 release 6 work items 3GPP-WLAN interworking and IMS Access Independence ?
