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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal remarks of the TSG-SA#18 meeting, focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· 3GPP Release 6: Release 6 freezing date was not yet decided, but MCC will provide estimates of what could be included for different deadlines (June 2003, September 2003, December 2003 and March 2004). Preliminary target for Rel-6 could then be set based on this input at TSG-SA#19 in March.

· MBMS: It was noted that MBMS TR v. 6.0.0 was wrongly implemented (i.e. this is not the same version that was approved at the TSG-SA#17). CR was provided by Alain correcting this. The CR was approved.

· DRM: It was concluded and agreed that the DRM Stage 2 and Stage 3 work will not be done in 3GPP, but pointers will be inserted in the Stage 1 specification.

· Enhanced TFO: SA4 WID on eTFO was not approved but SA2 were asked to study this issue for the next SA meeting (i.e., provide a report on the system aspects and impacts of eTFO at the next TSG SA meeting).

· UMTS – WLAN interworking: 
· Lots of discussions on UMTS – WLAN interworking. SA2 were asked to discuss WLAN prioritisation issues with the SA1. 
· It was agreed that WLANs are not a 3GPP access technology and that no access network selection function is to be defined by the 3GPP. 
· SA3 has made decisions regarding WLAN security. These need to be checked against the SA2 assumptions.
· Scope of a Release 6 solution and relation to different scenarios (what is needed for scenario 2 and what is needed for scenario 3) should be clarified in the WLAN TS before it can be submitted for approval.
· LS from Wireless LAN Interworking Group was forwarded to appropriate WGs for consideration and to be taken into account in their WLAN-related work.

· Handling of Early UEs: 

· SA2 were asked to adjust the scope of the TR, and the corresponding WID, for the next SA meeting to remove indications of untested mobiles utilising the feature. 

· RAN will organise an ad-hoc meeting on the topic. SA2 participation would be useful in this ad-hoc meeting.

· Subscribed media: There was an LS from TSG-CN asking the TSG-SA to resolve this issue. The LS and related contributions were forwarded to the SA2, and they were asked to discuss the issue and provide an LS to the CN4 at their next meeting.

· MBMS: 

· Several groups (SA4, CN, GERAN, RAN, SA3, etc.) are waiting for input from the SA2 on MBMS architecture to be able to carry on their work on MBMS.

· SA3 suggested a joint meeting with SA2 on MBMS aspects and are proposing to have this meeting during our February SA2 meeting week (SA3 are meeting in Sophia Antipolis on the same week).

· GERAN have reviewed MBMS requirements and architecture work, and have concerns whether all the requirements can be fulfilled with an optimised radio solution (i.e. with sharing of resources, not by point-to-point connections). 

· SIM access to IMS: No conclusions or decisions yet, but WGs were asked to conduct technical studies and analyse the impacts of SIM access for the next SA meeting.

· 3GPP / IETF Release 6 Workshop: A workshop between 3GPP and IETF will be organised to discuss 3GPP requirements and architecture issues for Release 6. Venue is most likely San Francisco, 27-28 January, 2003.

· SA1 Release 6 CR061 to 22.127 on OSA: Concerns on the impact of CR061 on architecture were raised and time for SA2 to consider this was requested. The CR was approved and SA2 were asked to look into the implications and feasibility of implementation of this requirement at their next meeting and provide feedback to SA1 and TSG SA.

· IETF LS: 
· The related SA2 CRs were approved.

· Handling of SDP Manipulation: This non-SA2 approved CR was revised and approved.

· Liaison statement to IETF was produced and approved.

· 3GPP Future Evolution Ad-Hoc: Mr. Iain Sharp from Nortel Networks was appointed as chairman of the Future Evolution ad-hoc group. Furthermore, it was agreed that the existence, organisation and future of this group will be reviewed at TSG SA meeting #20 (June 2003).

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TR 23.895 v1.0.0: Provision of UE-specific behaviour information to Network Entities. There was some concern that the Scope of the document implied that untested UE may be placed in circulation and SA2 were asked to review and revise the Scope to remove this ambiguity in order to prevent misunderstandings. This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel-6).

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):
· From now on, only essential corrections (with system impacts) will be accepted for Rel-5!!
· CRs to 03.71, 23.171 and 23.271: There were some comments and concerns about conflicting changes introduced by some of the CRs (even though implementation guidelines for these CRs were given on the CR cover pages). It was further asked that in the future CRs from several SA2 meetings be updated and revised so that there are no overlapping changes between the CRs! SA2 were also asked to check and clean up notes (ambiguous) in the specification for the next SA meeting.

· CRs to TS 23.207: SA2 were asked to clean up the editor’s notes in the document for the next TSG SA meeting.
· CRs to TS 23.228: 
· CR225 was objected to as the change from "perform" to "invoke" was considered incorrect. CR225 was discussed offline, revised, and then approved.
· CRs 044, 050, 052 were overlapping with each other: all of these CRs were not created based on the specification version only but also on another CR; in addition, there was one sentence that was overlapping between two of the CRs. The three CRs were merged into one, which was approved. Let’s try to avoid this type of problems with CRs from different SA2 meeting in the future!

· Work Item Descriptions:
· WID on Push Services. This WI description was approved. SA2 were asked to consider section 5 and to remove the reference to OMA in a future update of the WID.
· WID on Policy-based control of Diffserv Edge Functions. This WI description was approved. SA1 and SA2 were asked to discuss and agree the requirements for this work (at their forthcoming co-located meeting).
· WID on Early UE handling in the 3GPP system. This WI description was approved. An updated version should be submitted including a change to scope to remove the ambiguity or mis-interpretation allowing untested UEs on the market.

· WID on Overall Architectural Aspects of IP-Flow-based bearer level charging. This WI description was approved. SA2 were asked to add a link to the SA1 Charging work for update at next TSG SA meeting.
· Liaison Statements from the SA2 were discussed and noted.
