Scope

Following several months of discussion in TSG RAN regarding the potential problems that may happen in the standard or in its implementation by different UE vendors or different UE versions, a mechanism for UMTS is under study to help the infrastructure to handle UE(s) already in the field that are facing problems to support some radio features. Several solutions have been investigated by 3GPP TSG RAN and TSG SA WG2 was tasked to investigate potential impacts on the global architecture of foreseen mechanisms. 

Some (parts of the) solution are purely internal to UTRAN and hence are out of the scope of this study (refer to RAN SI on Early UE handling). Other are impacting the Core Network and hence request architectural studies to investigate and determine the split of functions between  CN and Access Network.
This report documents one or more possible signalling mechanisms that can be used to provide UE specific behaviour information to network entities.

A comparison of the pros and cons of the different architectures is included, however, the TR is not expected to make a decisive conclusion. Instead, the TSG plenary meetings are expected to use this TR to recommend how to proceed with further work.
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
