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Introduction

When the IMS user roams to a visited network that does not provide IMS capability, the user shall access to his/her home IMS network via the home GGSN/P-CSCF. This contribution proposes IMS emergency session requirement and solution in this case.

Discussion

If the visited network does not provide IMS capability then the user shall access to the home P-CSCF via the home GGSN. While the user is registered with the home IMS and if a emergency service is needed, the user try to establish a IMS emergency session but it would be failed because the visited network does not support IMS capability.

However, if the IMS user has the subscription to the CS domain as well, it should be possible to let the user have the emergency service through the visited CS domain even though the user tries to establish the IMS emergency session.

To fulfill the above requirement, the following conceptual flows are proposed,
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When the home IMS detect the emergency session and get the user’s location information(step 2), it responds to the UE that it should make a CS domain emergency call(step 3).  

Proposal

It is proposed to agree the requirement and the proposed solution to fulfill this requirement.
