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1 Overview

This LS is a reply to the response received from 3GPP TSG SA2 related to the development of the Lr interface progress.

2 Reply

OMA Location WG would like to thank 3GPP TSG-SA2 for their response.

OMA Location WG is currently evaluating the feasibility of releasing a Roaming protocol in which the specific roaming elements of MLP are isolated from the MLP and remain consistent with released MLP.

Being aware that 3GPP TSG-SA2 would appreciate a draft specification Lr interface for review, current architectural discussions within OMA Location related to this interface are required to be resolved before an applicable draft is submitted.

Taking into respect current identified issues and progress being made so far OMA Location WG is aiming to complete the work on the Lr interface to be finalised in time for the 3GPP Release 6 date (June of this year).

OMA Location WG is aiming to submit a draft Lr Specification to 3GPP TSG-SA2 after approval during the scheduled interim OMA Location WG in London (11-13 March).OMA Location WG would like to kindly request 3GPP TSG-SA2 to provide guidance related to the behaviour of the LCS Notification Invoke procedure more specifically the implications on the Lr interface. E.g. if the H-GMLC concludes that the target subscriber subscribes to "Positioning allowed without notifying the UE user" is it required to convey client/clientname/requestor/etc elements over the Lr interface to the V-GMLC ?

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Location WG kindly requests 3GPP TSG-SA2 to provide guidance related to the behaviour of the LCS Notification Invoke procedure in LCS roaming scenarios.
