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6.1.2.1 WLAN Roaming Architecture Principles 

For the delivery of 3GPP PS domain services in a roaming scenario;

· The roaming architecture shall ensure that CDRs can be generated (byte count usage) by the visited network

· The roaming architecture shall ensure that tunnels established are between entities that have a business relationship. In addition, the home network shall have the ability to indicate if it wants the WLANs to connect directly to its network or via the visited 3GPP network.  The home network shall make the decision by taking into the account the preference indicated by the visited network.
· The roaming architecture shall ensure thatQoS and SLAs can be applied on the bearer path in the WLAN to 3GPP home network part of the network

· The roaming architecture shall provide the ability to allow the user to access services provided by the visited network, e.g. IMS local services
· The roaming architecture shall ensure that the home network can provide a sub-set of the 3GPP services.
