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[Gr' Signaling] e-mail discussion (25/11 to 13/12/2002), two options have been considered for the interface between the 3GPP AAA Server and the HLR.
If the D' interface is used, authorisation is based on a MAP-RESTORE-DATA message, and GPRS user profiles cannot be re-used.

If the Gr' interface is used, authorisation is based on a gprsUpdateLocation procedure, so that every WLAN user must deactivate his existing PDP Contexts in order to access WLAN.

At the moment, both D' and Gr' interfaces are considered as optional in TS 23.234 v1.2.0. However, in San Francisco, SA1 added in TS 22.101 the requirement of simultaneous access to WLAN and GPRS.
Discussion

It is possible that some operators already have an available HSS in their network. These operators do not need an interface between the 3GPP AAA Server and the HLR. So the interface between the AAA Server and the pre-R6 HLRs does not need to be mandatory. Orange accepts to have this interface optional.

However, this interface still has to be described in the normative main body of TS 23.234, instead of the informative annex (as proposed by some vendors in San Francisco).

In order to clarify the TS, a new section can be created. This section would be dedicated to backward compatibility with HLRs, and the other sections of the TS would only refer to the HSS.
( Orange proposes to create a new section in the TS, dedicated to backward compatibility with HLRs. The implementation of this new section is optional. References to HLR is removed from other sections of the TS.
In San Francisco, SA1 approved a CR to TS 22.101 (tdoc s1-030215) which requires that:

" The 3GPP system shall support simultaneous connection to an I-WLAN and to the 3GPP systems for the following scenarios:

· For an integrated WLAN/3GPP device the user shall be able to make or receive a CS domain call without the need to drop the connection to the I-WLAN and visa versa.

· For an integrated WLAN/3GPP device the user shall be able to connect to both the PS domain and to the I-WLAN at the same time, to access different services.  For example, this will allow the user to access  the Presence service via the 3GPP system and the internet via the I-WLAN.

The user shall be able to connect simultaneously to the 3GPP system and the I-WLAN with multiple devices (which have separate UICCs) on the same subscription."

(section 4.8.2: Simultaneous Connection to I-WLANs and 3GPP systems).

Hence the Gr' interface is not acceptable anymore, and this solution must be removed for the TS 23.234.
( The D' interface is the only solution to include in the new section dedicated to backward compatibility with HLRs.
Conclusion
Proposition:
A modified TS 23.234 v 1.4.0 is attached to this contribution.
