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1 Discussion
In section 5.1 Access Control Requirements, one of the bullets says:”

· Access to 3GPP PS based services shall be provided via WLAN. 3GPP PS based services supported shall include IMS based services, location based services, instant messaging, presence based services, MBMS and services built upon combinations of these. Among these services, prioritisation is given for information in Annex C.”

It has been agreed that Presence service and instant messaging service are based on IMS architecture; therefore, Presence and Instant Messaging are IMS based services. If the WLAN 3GPP interworking architecture meets the requirements for IMS access, the WLAN UE (assuming it is also an IMS subscriber) will be of course able to access Presence and Instant Messaging services and other IMS based services. 
From IMS’ point of view, the WLAN 3GPP interworking system is an access network of IMS system. What is needed for the interworking system for accessing IMS is to meet the access network requirements of access IMS system. These requirements therefore are transparent to those services provided via IMS. Therefore, it shall be clear that there is no additional requirement for WLAN Interworking architecture specific for any specific IMS based services.
Current text  seems to suggest that IMS based service,  presence and IM are based on different systems therefore the WLAN Interworking architecture will have different work to meet the requirement of accessing these services.
