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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#19 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· 3GPP Release 6: Release 6 freezing date was not decided but a preliminary assumption is that either December 2003 or March 2004 will be chosen as completion date for Release 6. The Work Plan progress will be reviewed again at the next TSG SA Meeting in order to determine a reasonable and generally acceptable date for freezing.

· SIM access to IMS: A "straw poll" was held to find how many of those present would be in favour of SIM access to IMS based on the information received at the meeting on the impacts of allowing this. The result was that there was no strong desire in the room to introduce this new functionality into Release 5. It was therefore concluded that SIM access to IMS would not be added as a Feature to Release 5. Therefore any CRs for SIM access to IMS in Release 5 that have been approved, were now considered as Rejected.

· Early UE Handling: No resolution of the IMEISV vs Bitmap issue had been possible at the TSG RAN meeting, Hence SA2 was asked to assist in analysing the architectural impact of the 2 modes (IMEISV and bitmap) from a architecture perspective and to provide the results of the study to TSG RAN, RAN WG3 and any other impacted WGs.

· IPv6/IPv4: SA WG2 was asked to report status of the work on interworking with systems outside of the 3GPP IMS domain and any potential limitations with the current decision to allow only IPv6 for access to IMS. In addition CN WG3 have some assumptions on the use of IPv6 in 3GPP system, and SA WG2 were asked to look at the drafts developed by IETF and consider what 3GPP wants to do so that CN3 can start some work. The latest versions of the 3GPP scenario/solutions solutions documents.

· WLAN: SA WG2 and SA WG5 were asked to work together to resolve the charging issues. i.e. how to document and transfer the WLAN charging aspects to SA5.

· eTFO: There was no consensus on the proposed eTFO WI at SA plenary but SA2 was asked to allow some time for discussion of eTFO issues at their next meeting. 

· Relation between OMA and SA WIDs: All SA WGs were asked to check their ongoing WIs and identify any work in their WG related to work in OMA and to report the situation to TSG SA in order that TSG SA can decide on what additional co-ordination mechanism needs to be put in place. It was requested to provide information in advance of the next TSG SA meeting. Mr. K. Holley agreed to collate all inputs received from the WGs to input to the next TSG SA meeting.

· Ad hoc meeting on Idle-mode in UTRAN issues The TSG RAN Chairman reported that there will be a meeting of TSG RAN, SA WG2 and CN WG1 on 24-25 April 2003 in Paris regarding Idle-mode in UTRAN issues.

· Frozen releases: WGs were asked to check their "frozen Release" specifications that are not completed and decide whether they should be progressed, moved to the next release, or deleted. SP-030193 contains Specifications not yet under change control, but pertaining to frozen Releases.

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TS 23.195 v1.0.0: (Provision of UE-specific behaviour information to Network Entities). The TS was presented for information and SA plenary noted the document.

· TS 23.240v1.0.0: (Generic User Profile – Architecture). The TS was presented for information and SA plenary noted the document.

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):
· 23.060 CR#418: It was noted that CR#418 was not implemented although it was approved in SA#18. The CR was resubmitted to SA#19 and re-approved.
· 23.271 CR#153 and CR#154 was rejected; it was questioned if the sending of the positioning method was the correct solution or if the accuracy information should be improved instead. In addition there was comments on the references (add GERAN) and reason for change. SA WG2 and RAN WG2 were asked to study the issues and find a solution.

· 23.228 CR#248: (Allowing IMS access via SIM) was rejected as SA plenary concluded that SIM access to IMS would not be added as a Feature to Release 5.

· 23.228 CR#264 and CR#280r1: A contribution to ensure correct implementation of CRs 264 and 280r1 had been proposed by a (multi-) company contribution in CR#280r2. As the reason for change information did not include the combination of the reasons for the replaced CRs the CR was revised to update the cover sheet in CR#280r3 (SP-010181). CR#280r3 was approved. CR#264 and CR#280r1 was then withdrawn.

· 23.228 CR#279r1 and CR#261r2: These CRs introduced overlapping changes to the same clause of the specification. MCC proposed a technically correct CR that introduces all the changes proposed in the above-mentioned original CRs 279r1 and 261r2 in 261r3. 261r3 was approved.

· Work Item Descriptions:
· WID on Network sharing stage 2. The WI description was approved.

· WID on PS domain and IM CN subsystem support for IMS Emergency sessions. There was some concern that there may be impact on the UICC (ISIM and/or USIM). The WI description was approved but SA WG2 were asked to investigate the possible impact on the UICC applications and update the WID accordingly for approval at the next TSG SA meeting.

· WID on Early UE handling. It was noted that the supporting company "H3G" should be changed to "3". This updated WI description was approved.

· WID on Push Services. This updated WI description was approved.

· WID on LCS2. The Updated and revised LCS2 Work Item Description was approved
