Introduction

During SA2#30, a new section was added to TS 23.246, addressing the issue of MBMS paging. During the same week RAN2 discussed the issue of MBMS notifications and relation to paging and approved also some text in TS 25.346 (RAN stage-2). 

In what follows we propose to align the terminology and text of 25.346-150 section 5.1.4 and 22.246-040 sections 8.1. Namely:

· The term “Notification” is proposed instead of “Paging”.

· The exact number of UEs brought by UTRAN to PMM Connected mode for counting purposes (in order to decide between pt-p and p-t-m) is a Radio Resource Management (RRM) issue taken care at the corresponding RNC.

· Also following counting an RRM issue is the number of UEs that will maintain their RRC connection and how many will be dropped back to PMM IDLE mode for reception of MBMS data.

Proposed change TO SECTION 8.1 of 23.246-040

8.1
MBMS Notification
For radio efficiency reasons, the UTRAN may select on a per cell basis whether to establish point-to-point or point-to-multipoint links for the distribution of MBMS data to the UEs.
In order to perform this selection, the UTRAN requests UEs to move to CONNECTEDmode by means of MBMS notification. The exact number of Ues moved to connected mode is an –decission of  a RAN node. 
Following the decision to set up point-to-point or point-to-multipoint links, the number of UEs that need to be maintained in CONNECTED mode  or moved to  IDLE mode for MBMS data reception is also an RRM issue.
GERAN functionality is FFS.
