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Discussion

Section 5.1.3 of TS 23.195 contains some notes about the handling of possible inconsistencies between the UESBI –Uu received by the target SRNC over Iu-cs and Iu-ps at SRNS relocation for a UE with active PS and CS Iu connections.

The UESBI-Uu being produced by the UE, it seems rather unlikely that the CS and PS domains could hold a different value for the UESBI-Uu each.

Moreover, according to TS 25.413, subclause 8.6.5 “Co-ordination of Two Iu Signalling Connections”:

“If the RNC has decided to initiate Relocation Preparation procedure for a UTRAN to UTRAN relocation, the RNC shall initiate simultaneously Relocation Preparation procedure on all Iu signalling connections existing for the UE. The source RNC shall also include the same Source RNC to Target RNC Transparent Container IE, Relocation Type IE, Source ID IE and Cause IE in the RELOCATION REQUIRED message towards the two domains.”

In the light of these two facts, it appears clearly that the target SRNC cannot (at least in normal conditions) receive contradicting information about the UESBI-Uu over Iu-cs and Iu-ps at SRNS relocation.

Proposal

It is proposed to remove the notes about potential conflicting UESBI-Uu information received by the target SRNC over Iu-cs and Iu-ps in subclause 5.1.3 of TS 25.195, as shown below.

5.1.3
SRNS relocation 

UESBI-Uu information is sent from the Source Serving RNC to the Target Serving RNC in the Source to Target Transparent container (specified in 25.331 [6]) which is carried through the CN during SRNS relocation.

This transparent container is: 

· put in the RANAP Relocation Required message sent by source SRNC to the CN, 
· carried from source MSC/SGSN  to target MSC/SGSN via MAP E or GTP Forward Relocation Request in the case of inter MSC/SGSN SRNS relocation
· sent by the target MSC/SGSN in the RANAP Relocation Request message sent to target SRNC.
