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Discussion

It was agreed at the end of SA2#30 to focus the work on IMS emergency sessions in a new TR ab.cde IP based IMS Emergency Sessions. This TR contains IMS as well as GPRS specific information about this topic. Probably information on other access technologies will follow.

This contribution deals with the role of the I-CSCF during set-up of an IMS emergency session. Currently there is no text in sub-chapter 5.2.2 of the TR describing the role of the I-CSCF. The guideline for the proposed text is to keep the influence on the I-CSCF small with respect to make complex routing decisions based on the R-URI and location information.

Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text in chapter 5.2.2 of TR ab.cde IP based IMS Emergency Sessions. 

5.2.2 Interrogating-CSCF
The I-CSCF shall detect an emergency session establishment request based on the signaled emergency session indication. If this indication is set, the I-CSCF shall route the request to a pre-configured S-CSCF for further processing.
