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	The current description of the Mt reference point between the UE and the AS imply that there is always a direct communication between the entities. It is a requirement that the Mt shall support HTTP. HTTP allows the possibility to use HTTP proxies and that possibility has also been chosen by OMA when specifying the WAP architecture. In WAP it is possible to use a WAP gateway to enable wireless optimisations (e.g. W-TCP or DNS lookups from the Gateway) of the HTTP communication. It is suggested to add the possibility to use a gateway when communicating between the UE and the AS on the Mt reference point.
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	The approriate security TS need to consider the usage of a gateway between the UE and the AS.

Reference Point UE – AS (Mt Reference Point)

The Mt interface resides between the UE and the Application Server (i.e. the SIP Application Server, OSA-SCS, IM-SSF). 

The Mt interface enables the user to manage information related to his services.  Such as creation and assignment of Public Service Identities, management of authorization policies that are used e.g. by Presence service, conference policy management, etc.
To enable optimisation of the communication between the UE and the AS, the UE shall be able to communicate via a proxy/gateway.
The AS may need to exhibit security related functions for the Mt interface, the details of these security functions are described in 3G TS 3x.yzw [??].

For the protocol at the Mt reference point HTTP shall be supported.
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
