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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN1 for their LS on change of IP address due to privacy.

SA2 would like to confirm their understanding that when the UE closes all the ongoing SIP dialogs that this would mean that ongoing IMS sessions would be closed.

If this understanding is correct, SA2 would not like to see the closure of existing IMS sessions, even if they are re-established, as this is likely to affect the service to the user. It is the SA2 understanding that CN1 has discussed  proposed mechanisms to change the global IP address that are transparent to the user, but that CN1 did not find any suitable solution that completely maintains the service continuity for the user. SA2 would therefore recommend CN1 to recommend a usage of the proposed mechanism that limits the disturbance of the service continuity as far as possible, e.g. that the RFC3041 mechanism is recommended to only be used when there are no active sessions, or a means in the UE is provided to disable such IP address changes. 
It is also the SA2 understanding that the mechanism proposed by CN1 does not require the UE to deactivate the existing PDP context used for IMS signalling as only the Interface Identity of the Global IPv6 address would be changed.

To clarify whether the change in global IP address would result in ongoing IMS session being closed and, if this is the case and that there is no feasible solution that maintains the sessions, to recommend a usage of the proposed solution that limits the disturbance of service continuity or a means in the UE is provided to disable such IP address changes.
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
