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1. Overall Description:

SA2 are evaluating mechanisms to provide “UE specific behaviour information” to network entities. This information may be used by correcting mechanisms to overcome issues that have been recognised by 3GPP in TR 25.994 (Measures employed by the UMTS Radio Access Network (UTRAN) to overcome early User Equipment (UE) implementation faults), and other such documents.

The UE’s properties are derived from the IMEISV, specifically the TAC and SV. 

Within TSG RAN, there is as yet no decision as to whether the IMEISV should be sent across the Iu interface to the RNC, or, whether the MSC and SGSN should convert the IMEISV to a Bit Map of UE Faults (BMUEF) and only send the BMUEF over Iu to the RNC.

As a consequence, SA 2 are evaluating several architectures. Some of these consider using MAP interfaces to an external database to perform the conversion of IMEISV to BMUEF for those TAC/SVs whose BMUEF has not been cached in the MSC/SGSN. Other architectures use potentially non-standardised O+M mechanisms.

SA 2 would appreciate receiving advice from CN 4 on some of the practicalities of using/abusing MAP for this conversion process and/or other ideas for solving this issue in a standardised manner.

Owing to the meeting calendars and the need to provide guidance to TSG #20, SA 2 recognise the need for some email (or other) process to provide this guidance.

Two input documents on this topic are attached.

Version 1.0.0 of the stage 2 for Early UE Handling (TS 23.195) was submitted for information to SA #19 in SP-030130. Version 1.1.0 of TS 23.195 is under SA2’s email approval at the moment. The rapporteur (Chris Pudney, Vodafone) will distribute v1.1.0 of TS 23.195 on the CN 4 email exploder once its email approval is complete.

2. Actions:

SA 2 kindly request advice from CN 4 on some of the practicalities of using/abusing MAP for this conversion process and/or other ideas for solving this issue in a standardised manner.

SA 2 request that this guidance is “by some means” provided before our next meeting.
