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1. Introduction:

SA2 is discussing the procedure for service authorization for access to PS services from WLAN AN for scenario 3. The procedure is based on the usage of Wireless-APN that it is send by the user to indicates the request to access a service. The format of W-APN is currently under discussion and not yet agreed, but the group agreed on the principle that W-APN should be similar to the APN defined for GPRS. 

SA2 has identified two different options for resolve the APN and to verify the user rights:

· Option 1) the UE send a request containing the APN directly to the 3GPP AAA server, which verifies the user access rights based on user subscriptions. Then the 3GPP AAA server contacts the suitable entities, e.g. Packet Data Gateway/Wireless Access Gateway.

· Option 2) the UE send the request to the Packet Data Gateway or to the Wireless Access Gateway, which contact the 3GPP AAA server in order to verify the user rights.

SA2 would like to know the security pros and cons about the proposed options. Moreover SA2 would like to know which is the preferable solution from the point of view of security.
