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Introduction

The PDF use for authorising PSS services using the authorisation token is applicable only for R6 based PSS server and R6 based UE that supports authorisation token usage with PSS service. The PDF could be used to authorise also pre-R6 PSS services (including services outside of the operators domain) using service-based default QoS policy authorisation procedure. By allowing the PDF to control QoS for non-R6 PSS services also, an operator has wider control for variety services by using the same standardised policy control entity.

Proposal
The proposed changes to the TR 23.917 are shown below.

The PDF may authorise also pre-Rel6 PSS services (including services outside of the operators domain) using service- and subscription-based default QoS policy authorisation procedure. 

By allowing the PDF to control QoS for PSS services not using authorisation token, the operator is able to control not only Rel6 based PSS services but also non-R6 based PSS services by using the same standardised policy control entity.






Pre-Rel6 PSS authorisation without token

1. UE launches streaming application, and initiates application level signaling (RTSP) to setup the streaming session. 

2. The UE requests the activation of a (secondary) PDP Context for the streaming media.

3. GGSN requests decision from the PDF for the QoS of the streaming flow.

4. PDF authorises streaming QoS.

5. The PDP Context activation response is sent back to the UE contaning the authorized QoS profile.
