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Introduction

In TS 23.234 v1.11.0, the Wm reference point is between the 3GPP AAA Server and the Home Packet Data Gateway, and allows the 3GPP AAA Server retrieving tunneling attributes and UE's IP configuration from the H-PDG.

However, we believe that other functionalities should be added to this reference point.

Moreover the Wm reference point can be used in the case of services provided by the VPLMN.

Discussion
At service authorization, the 3GPP AAA Server contacts the HSS to retrieve the subscriber profile and authorize a given W-APN according to the user's request and subscription. This information must be passed to the PDG that is selected to provide access to this W-APN. We propose to use the Wm reference point to transmit this information.

This information is also needed by the Visited PDG in situations where the service is provided by the VPLMN. Hence we propose to use the same reference point in the VPLMN, between the 3GPP AAA Proxy and the Visited PDG (this reference point is already present in the diagram but has no name in TS 23.234 v1.11.0).

This reference point is located between the 3GPP AAA Server (home services) or the 3GPP AAA Proxy (visited services) and the Packet Data Gateway. The functionality of this reference point is to enable:

· The 3GPP AAA Server to retrieve tunnelling attributes and UE’s IP configuration parameters from/via Packet Data Gateway;
· The Packet Data Gateway to retrieve the authorized W-APN from the 3GPP AAA Server (via the 3GPP AAA Proxy in case of services provided by the Visited PLMN).
The protocol crossing this reference point is Diameter.
