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Meeting report for the LCS session in SA2#33

Sophia Antipolis, France

9 July 2003

1. Opening of the LCS drafting session

The chairman opened the LCS session at 9:05.


2. Approval of the agenda 

The agenda for the LCS session in tdoc S2-032648 was agreed in SA2 plenary 8th July 2003.


3. Call for IPRs

	The attention of the members of this Working Group is drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. 

The members take note that they are hereby invited:

· to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

· to notify the Director-General, or the Chairman of their respective Organizational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.


4. Introduction of participants

The participants introduced themselves and are listed in Annex 1.


5. Allocation of contributions to agenda items 

The allocation of contributions to agenda items was confirmed in SA2 Plenary 8th July 2003.

6. Incoming LS on LCS issues

(S2-032319 was handled and noted in SA2 plenary.)
Several LS from SA1 are expected for the next SA2 meeting.

7. Proposed CRs to TS 23.271 (in priority order)

7.1 GMLC-GMLC Lr interface

S2-032543 Introduction of Requestor authorization (China Mobile, Huawei, Ericsson)

This document was presented and discussion started in SA2 Plenary 8 July. It was commented that the requestor could be something else than a mobile terminal. It was asked should SA1 confirm the service requirement, but stage 1, 22.071 clause 6.4.8, already defines that the LCS client or the network shall authorize the requestor. It was not seen possible to add the authorization information in HLR in a big network. In steps 2 and 3 of the proposal, the HLR actually authenticates that the MSISDN requestor exists, but HLR does not authorize the charging of the requestor for the location request. OMA would have to do the corresponding changes in the Lr interface protocol, but a LS will be sent only after SA2 has agreed a solution. 2543 was Noted.

S2-032542 Introduction of a new MT-LR procedure (China Mobile, Huawei)

According to the proposal the H-GMLC sends the location report to R-GMLC before privacy is checked in steps 14 to 16. This seems to increase signalling load. According to tests by China Mobile, the H-GMLC anyhow rejects some 80% of the location requests as a result of the privacy check, so it is seen as a benefit to send a separate privacy check request first. This view was not shared in the meeting however, since the first privacy request anyhow would have to contain most, if not all, of the information of the complete location request, so the proposal was not supported. 2542 was Noted. 

S2-032544 Introduction of sync & async procedures in GMLC (China Mobile, Huawei, Ericsson)

The benefits of the proposal were recognised, but it was suggested that this discussion should be raised in OMA. It was also commented that the operator can select to do either or both modes. China Mobile is now always using Asynchronous mode in the Lr interface. The conclusion on 2544 was that a note could be added in 23.271 that the Le and Lr interface should support both modes. 2544 was noted.

7.2 Anonymous target mobile

S2-032555 Pseudonym address and emergency identification, Rel-6 (Siemens)
Agreed

7.3 Area event

S2-032553 Proposed LS on modification of the LDR event types (Siemens) 
This LS requests SA1 to change stage 1 for Rel-5, because the change of area event is not supported in Rel-5, only in Rel-6. 2553 was Agreed without changes.

7.4 LCS issues discussed previously

S2-032585 Emergency Services Routing Based on Interim Position (Nortel Networks)

The document gives some answers to the questions raised in the previous SA2 meeting in a LS to T1P1. It was commented that regarding the first question/answer there should be some default pool of ESRKs that could be used by MSC. It was noted that SA2 and SA plenary anyhow will decide for which releases a solution would apply. 2585 was Noted.

S2-032584 Routing of Emergency Calls based on Geographical Coordinates, Rel-6
(Nortel Networks, AWS, Cingular, Lucent)

It was clarified that ERSKs are managed at the MSC and GMLC. GMLC stores the information provided by MSC, and assigns ERSK if requested by the MSC. MSC will use a default ESRK if one is not received from the GMLC. It was felt that the emergency call setup should be done prior to the GMLC initiating the second (higher) accuracy location request. 

The CR was agreed in principle and 2649 was revised in 2653 to accommodate the comment received. Due to lack of time it was agreed that the revised version in 2653 will be presented to SA2 plenary for approval.

S2-032560 Enhancement on the reuse machanism of the previously obtained locaiton information,
Rel-6 (NEC)

TCS commented that this CR only covers the case when the UE has moved within the area of one MSC. Ericsson was concerned that you do not provide the current location after the notification. Nokia stated that the benefit of the addition is not very big and you should request location if you already do notification. 2560 was not agreed.

S2-032644 Positioning of SIM-less emergency calls, Rel-6 (Nokia)

The original version of this tdoc in 2518 was discussed in SA2 plenary 8 July and 2644 contains the revised version. The non-dialable call back number is now specified in the new clause 6.4.3. The CR was further revised in 2650, which was agreed.

7.5 CRs to correct LCS stage 2 specification 23.271

S2-032521 Clearing editorial and other notes, Rel-6, Cat-F (Nokia)
The category of the Rel-6 and Rel-5 CRs should be F, since several issues are unique for the release. The new version for Rel-6 is in 2652, which was agreed

S2-032520 Clearing editorial and other notes, Rel-5, Cat-F (Nokia) 
New version in 2654, which was agreed.
S2-032519 Clearing editorial and other notes, Rel-4, Cat-F (Nokia)

New version in 2655, the final version in 2656 was agreed.

S2-032554 Update of reference to OMA MLP specification, Rel-6 (Siemens)

The reference to LIF-MLP was removed from 2544, since it is covered in 2652. The new version in 2657 was agreed.

S2-032594 Clarification on indicator of privacy check related action and pseudo-external identity,
Rel-6 (Ericsson)

New version in 2651 was agreed.

7.6 New LCS issues 

S2-032545 A new interface between GMLC and GIS, Rel-6 (China Mobile, Huawei)

China Mobile explained the need for the GMLC interface to a GIS system in a network where most LCS clients do not have their own GIS system. In the proposal the GIS system is connected to the V-GMLC, but this architecture would require the Lr interface to support GIS requests and responses. It was seen, however, that big changes for the Lr interface should be avoided in Rel-6.

The conclusion on 2545 was postponed to the next meeting.

S2-032627 Questions on IMS addressing scenarios (Nortel networks)

This tdoc is probably related to IMS addressing of the target mobile, but it was postponed to the next meeting.
S2-032588 and 2625 Discussion paper: Introduction of a new shape: ellipsoid arc with altitude (Alcatel) 

Postponed to the next meeting.

S2-032589 and 2626 CR- Shape definition: ellipsoid arc with altitude, Rel-6 (Alcatel)

Postponed to the next meeting.
