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Introduction:  

If the WLAN AN has no direct roaming relationship with the realm of the initial NAI, the WLAN AN shall deliver the network advertisement information to the UE (see chapter 5.9.1.3 of TS 23.234 v1.10.0). The UE processes this information according to its internal roaming preference policies or prompts the user to select a VPLMN preference. It uses the result to determine how to construct a new NAI indicating the HPLMN and the selected VPLMN.

According chapter 5.4.2 of the TS the initial NAI has the following form: 

username@MNCH.MCCH.WLAN.3gppnetwork.org,
where MNCH and MCCH indicate the MNC and MCC of the home network. 

Beside the username and information about the selected visited network the new NAI shall also contain information about the home network. This information is used by the VPLMN for routing purposes.

The manner in which the selected VPLMN and the HPLMN is indicated in the new NAI is not yet specified. This contribution introduces a proposal how to construct this new NAI. 
Proposal:

The WLAN Access Network shall recognize the name of the 3GPP network, to which the signalling information shall be sent from the realm part of the NAI directly after the “@”.    

One of the basic principles (requirement) in the 3GPP WLAN interworking is to minimize the impact on existing WLAN Networks. For this reason we suggest that in the new NAI the information about the selected visited network (MNCV and MCCV) is inserted directly after the “@” replacing the initial home network information. The information about the home network (MNCH and MCCH) could be inserted in the new NAI before the “@”, either as prefix or as suffix to the username. 

Thus, the new NAI could have the following form: 

MNCH.MCCH//username@MNCV.MCCV.WLAN.3gppnetwork.org,

where MNCV and MCCV are the MNC and MCC of the visited network. 

In order to find out the home network of the user, the visited PLMN need to parse “//” in the prefix/suffix of the username within the new NAI.
